CALL YOUR PEDIATRICIAN IF YOUR CHILD
HAS ANY OF THE FOLLOWING SYMPTOMS:
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Fever:

Rapid breathing, flaring nostrils, wheezing and
grunting
Chest caving in with each breath
Shortness of breath/difficulty breathing

Dehydration:

Lethargic

       - Above 100.4 F rectally in infants under 2   
         months old
       - Any fever greater than 100.4 F that lasts more 
         than 3 days

       - No urine in over 12 hours
       - Fewer than 2-3 wet diapers a day
       - Noticeably fewer tears or drool
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
